Data subset Documentation
Abstract
This data-subset has been obtained from a corpus of 485 articles on migration- and asylum- related issues published by four major British newspapers across 4 ‘key moments’ between 2014 and 2017. The data have been processed and analysed in order to identify the narratives on migration and the justice claims populating the political and public discourse in the United Kingdom (UK). The orientations of policy-makers, the British public opinion and an array of other actors which have emerged from the analysis of the data sub-set has served as the base to investigate the role of the country within the European Union Migration System of Governance (EUMSG), analyzed within the framework of project GLOBUS. 
The results of this analysis have been published in a special issue of The International Spectator:

A corpus of four UK widely-read daily newspapers (The Guardian, The Independent, The Daily Telegraph and the Daily Mail) has been examined. Data were collected before and after three key political events between January 2014 – January 2018:
· European Parliament elections (22 May 2014) [3 weeks: 8 - 29 May 2014];
· The EU-Turkey Statement (18 March 2016) [3 weeks: 4 - 25 March 2016];
· a key ‘national moment’ related to migration within the designated timespan. In the UK case it is the referendum on the withdrawal of the UK from the EU (‘Brexit)’ (23 June 2016) [1 week: 20 - 26 June 2016];
Moreover, data from a non-politically relevant period (“eventless”, 9-15 January 2017) were collected to be used as control, in order to ascertain the ‘background noise’ related to migration in the public debate when no major migration-related events (e.g. shipwrecks of migrants’ boats; Eu meetings; elections) would focus the attention on the issue. 
Content of the file 
· tab “1.EU-Turkey deal” and tab “1.2 EU_Turkey deal” contain the identification of the migration- and justice-related narratives in the three-week period around the issuing of the EU-Turkey Statement (18 March 2016);
· tab “2.Eu Elections” contains the identification of the migration- and justice-related narratives in the three-week period around the European Parliament elections of 22 May 2014;
· tab “3.Brexit” contains the identification of the migration- and justice-related narratives in the week of the referendum on the UK’s withdrawal from the EU (‘Brexit)’ (23 June 2016);
· tab “4.Eventless week” contains the identification of the migration- and justice-related narratives in the 9-15 January 2017 week, in which no major politically relevant event took place;
· tab “Corpus Data” contains an overview of the corpus, including the overall number of articles processed and their distribution across the four periods and the four newspapers considered, as well as the search criteria based on which the corpus was produced;
· tab “Criteria” presents more in detail the criteria of selection of the newspapers – i.e. the maxim coverage of the British political spectrum – and which kinds of article were included in the corpus.  
· [bookmark: _GoBack]tab “Preliminary analysis Narr and C presents the preliminary results of the analysis of the corpus, illustrating the migration narratives and justice claims emerging from a cursory observation. File specifics

Notes 
This data-subset is part of a data-set containing data from differ rent national case studies. In particular, the other case studies belong to Italy, France, Hungary and Norway.

The newspapers have been selected based on their circulation and in order to cover as comprehensively and equitably as possible the left-right spectrum (see: YouGov-"How left or right wing are UK newspapers?" of 7/03/2017).
The articles – news articles, editorials, opinion – have been sourced from the Lexis Nexis Database (https://www.lexisnexis.com/ap/academic/form_news_wires.asp) and manually selected.

The following articles were excluded from the corpus:
a) 'letters to editor', 'interviews', 'op-ed' (politicians, experts…)
b)  articles from Sunday editions; 
c) clear duplicates of articles already published 
d) eventless week: new articles dealing with 'migration' issues in domestic politics in extra-European countries (such as US, Australia) with no relation whatsoever with EU and the MSs migration policy.
Articles including only a brief mention to the theme (e.g. ":::::::QUOTE, or including migration as an item in a list), have also been disregarded
