Abstract

This dataset is part of the Horizon 2020 project MERGE, Media, religion, and gender: transnational digital media actions of progressive and conservative social movements, funded by European Union. It consists of Women’s Ordination Conference Instagram posts between June 2017 and October 2024, including both pictures/videos and their captions. Content of the files: 

· The dataset contains 1072 captions in .txt format, 1963 pictures in jpg format, 53 videos in mp4 format and XXXX JSON files containing post metadata.

For each instagram post downloaded, the dataset includes three files
· YYYY-MM-DD_HH-MM-SS_UTC.jpg or .mp4 containing the image or video attachment
· YYYY-MM-DD_HH-MM-SS_UTC.json.xz containing the metadata of the post
· YYYY-MM-DD_HH-MM-SS_UTC.txt containing the content of the post description
